The Ute Muster will be held in conjunction with the Mareeba Rodeo at Kerribee Park. Muster Hours will be between 9am to 5pm on
Saturday and 9am to 2pm on Sunday. During these hours the Utes are required to be on show in the designated display area for the
public to view. Registrations are from 9am-12:30pm Saturday in the marshalling area adjacent to the main car park. Judging for the
categories will take place from 1pm-2pm on Saturday. There will be no driving events. No burn-outs, donuts, excessive noise or
unnecessary driving will be tolerated. Offenders will be disqualified from the competition and will be directed to leave. The judge's
decision will be final and no correspondence will be entered into. After the muster hours the participants are permitted to remove their
Utes from the designated area or camp in the vehicles on site, provided the Ute and surrounding area are tidied up and ready for display
during the muster hours. Entry to the competition is free, but all entrants to Kerribee Park will be required to pay the usual gate entry fee
each day. The winners of each category are asked to parade in the arena as part of the Official Opening and Grand Entry on Saturday
at 7pm. The registered vehicle nominated on this entry form is the vehicle to appear at the subsequent Sub-Chamber judging (at Cairns
Show, Severin St Gate, Friday 24 July, 8am) should it qualify as Overall Champion Ute of the Muster or Reserve Campion Ute of the
Muster and have won a class from 1-6.
